APPROVAL OF THE BILLS



Tina Williams, executive director of the  local animal control

special service district came to give the Council a

presentation about the local animal shelter. Ms. Williams also

introduced Deb Gustafson, senior animal control officer, and

Katrin Day,  senior shelter tech. Through a power point

presentation, Ms. Williams showed the Council many of the

features of the animal control shelter, statistics of the shelter,

and everyday situations encountered at the shelter and by

the animal control officers. Ms. Williams said the shelter is

more than just taking care of the animals,  they also provide

education programs, foster care, protective custody for

animals, petsmart charities, and disease prevention through

proper vaccination. Ms. Williams said they also handle a

number of livestock estrays. Ms. Williams gave several

statistics and said they are currently on Spillman and they

can’t fudge the numbers, she stated  every call is logged with

Spillman and shows exactly what they deal with. Councilman

Olsen said they appreciate the efforts of the local animal

control officers. Ms. Williams stated her appreciation of  how

hard her staff works and stated they have an outstanding

staff. Councilman Olsen wanted to know what the shelter

staff needs from Naples City. Ms. Williams said she

understands the concerns the Council has with the recent

Animal Control Ordinance that was presented but said she 

would like to see it adopted because it would be so helpful

for the animal control officers to have everything throughout

the County more uniform. Ms. Williams said if they have a

strong nuisance ordinance and a strong running at large

ordinance then you can prevent a lot of the problems they

are encountering. Ms. Williams also talked about the

Community Cat Management Act. She explained the Act and

the problems she sees with a municipality adopting the Act

and asked them to consider the ramifications before

considering anything like that. The Mayor and Council

thanked Ms. Williams for taking the time to meet with them

and for the information she shared.

He said the second grant would

be a JAG Grant to purchase a VieVu body camera, two AR-15

rifles along with the sites and tac-light, seven AR-15 straps,

and one cordless mic with ear piece. Chief Watkins said the

grant is $5,000 and the total for the purchases would be 

$5,024. Dan Olsen moved to approve the receiving of the

grants and the expenditures thereof.

Jim Harper asked for approval to attend a class to become

certified as a Storm Water Inspector. Jim explained that

Vernal City has one person registered as a storm water

inspector. Jim said one of the requirements for Utah LTAP

level II certification is this program. Jim reported that after

someone takes the class they have to complete ten

inspections before they can become certified. He spoke with

the person at Vernal City, who is currently certified, and

worked it out so he could complete the required inspections

with him and not have to travel to Salt Lake City. Councilman

Kitchen wanted to know what a storm water inspector does

and what the purpose would be. Jim said it would be for

construction sites and making sure the water is contained on

those sites during construction. He said this is an EPA

requirement. Jim said when Maverik built their parking lot

they should have built a fence around their property to make

sure storm water stayed on their property during

construction. Councilman Kitchen wanted to know if this was

covered under the zoning and building inspection

requirements. Jim said it would be to monitor any chemicals

coming from a property during construction. Councilman Hall

wanted to know if the person certified would go around to

each site like a building inspector. Jim said it would be

similar. Councilman Hall wanted to know what the City does

now for that. Jim stated that Craig over sees it but no one is

certified. Councilman Hall wanted to know why they needed

to be certified. He wanted to know what would keep the City

from telling a contractor they need to keep their storm water

contained and they need to keep from tracking anything onto

the roadway. Jim said they could but it would be nice to have

the backing of the State and Federal guidelines. Councilman

have a problem with it but if not it just seems pointless. Jim

said he thought it would be a benefit to the City to have this

certification. Councilman Reynolds wanted to know if they

had any more clout with this. Jim said the certification comes

from the State and a person is registered with the State.

Councilman Hall wanted to know if Jim became  certified

would he be required to go around to every site and inspect

them.  Jim said it would be up to the City as to how much

they want him to do. Councilman Long wanted to know if this

one class would take care of the requirements. Jim said it

would, after he completes the ten inspections. Kenneth

Reynolds moved to approve the training. Dennis Long

seconded the motion.

Jim Harper wanted to discuss the snow removal procedures

with the Council. He thought it would be good for the Council

to know what the procedures are in case people ask them

about it. Jim said the route priority varies from type of storm,

time, day and temperature. Jim said every storm is different

and the priorities vary according to the type of storm and

when it comes. Jim said plowing includes cleaning and

inspecting  the equipment and  also includes any repairs that

are needed. Jim said their work schedule has changed a little

this year in order to  have someone on the schedule five days

a week. Jim said they had Joe Tatangelo and Chris Hoem

train with them on snow removal in case they have

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something come where additional help would be needed. 

Nikki Kay said she was in contact with Utah State Retirement

to see if this was going to be an issue with retirement and

overtime. Mayor Baker wanted to know if the two have CDL

licenses and the training needed for snow removal. Jim said

that Joe has a CDL license and Chris would only be able to

drive the pickup. Mayor Baker asked Jim to hold off on

putting them to work until Nikki received some answers

about the retirement and overtime. In going back to review

of the procedures, Jim stated they usually try and do the bus

zones and the main traveled roads first. Councilman Kitchen

wanted to know why they don’t go between the hours of

midnight and 3:00 a.m.. Jim said that has been shown to be

the time when more accidents happen. He said it is a sleepy

time for any driver on the road. Councilman Kitchen

wondered if they might want to review that because  oilfield

workers are leaving to go to work at 4:30 or 5:00 in the

morning and if they don’t start to clear the roads until 3:00

a.m., are they allowing enough time to get the main roads

completed before those people leave.  Mayor Baker wanted

to know if the road crew cleaned the sidewalks on Hwy 40

and why. Jim said it was because of pedestrians. He said 

after they were cleaned they noticed people on each of the

sidewalks. Councilman Hall wanted to know which streets

they were putting salt on. Jim stated they were salting all of

them but they have cut back quite a bit because of the

residential lawns. Jim reviewed the equipment the

department is currently using. He told the Council they have

two dump trucks, two pickups equipped with blades, a blade

for the tractor,  the new u-blade for the loader, skid steer

bucket,  the skid steer snow blower, and three sanders. Jim

said they have several places where residents are moving the

snow from their places into the road and then it builds up

after they have been out and plowed. Mayor Baker said he

doesn’t think you are going to stop it and they will just have

to work with the residents as best they can. Councilman

Olsen said the road department has done an excellent job in

getting out and getting the snow removed.

Jim reported on some of the trouble spots are in the City. He

said they have trouble with residents in Pheasant Run

parking on the street. They have trouble with the small turn

around at the end of 1750 South and people parking on the

road in Spring Creek subdivision. 

Jim told the Council the road department would like to work

toward getting a new wet sand system, upgrading the plows
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with a paddle to the right side and new cameras so they can

see the edge of the plow. Mayor Baker thanked Jim for the

information.

Mayor Baker said he wanted to make some changes to the

Planning Commission Board before making the

reappointments for 2013. Mayor Baker said they have three

alternate board members and he suggested they take the

senior  board member, Jim Richards, and release him with a

vote of thanks and move the senior alternate member, Kerry

Kinney, to be a regular member of the board. Mayor Baker

said Chris Hoem was working on getting a plaque of

appreciation for Mr. Richards and should have that for the

next Planning Commission meeting. He stated the Planning

Commission would be doing elections for a new board at the

next meeting. Councilman Hall said his only concern was

making sure they communicated with Mr. Richards first.

Mayor Baker said he would get with him and let him know his

decision and thank him for his years of service and time

spent. Councilman Kitchen said they might need to make

some Planning Commission bylaw changes. He thought it

was good if they were allowed to serve for a certain amount

of time and it’s also good  to move new blood in because you

might not get good alternates if they feel like they are always

going to be just alternates.  Councilman Kitchen thought the

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Commission bylaws needed to state the time frame so a

person knows how long they will be serving. Mayor Baker

said the Commission has never set term limits but he thought

if they didn’t make changes they might start to loose their

alternates. Councilman Reynolds didn’t have a problem with

the thought of moving them through but thought it should

state they can come back on as an alternate member if they

want to continue serving. Mayor Baker was seeking Council

support in the change of appointments. Dennis Long moved

to support the Mayor in the change of appointments to the

Planning Commission. Gordon Kitchen seconded the motion.

The motion passed with all voting aye.

Mayor Baker said he would try and contact Mr. Richards

tomorrow to let him know about the proposed change.

Council members reviewed the PCIB capital improvement list

to discuss any changes or additions they would like to make

to the list. Mayor Baker thought February would be the next

date to submit any projects. Mayor Baker said the recent

funding for the area was given to Jensen Water in the form

of part loan/part grant. Dan Olsen moved to adopt the

priority list as presented and to set a public hearing for the

next meeting.  Robert Hall seconded the motion. The

motion passed with all voting affirmatively.

Council members received copies of the plans for the 2500

South canal crossing. Mayor Baker said this project would be

completed in the Spring as part of the intersection design

project. Mayor Baker pointed out the angle of the box culvert

and said it would be narrower and more shallow because of

the sewer line. Councilman Kitchen said he just wanted to

make sure Craig keeps in contact with the canal company so

they know what is going on. Mayor Baker asked Nikki to

touch base with Craig and make sure he has been in contact

with the canal company.

Council members reviewed the application to the Joint

Highway Commission for the street light project on Hwy 40. 

Mayor Baker said Craig applied for the complete project in

two phases but felt good about getting the funding for the

whole project. Mayor Baker said Craig included $80,000 as a

local match for each phase in order to try and increase the

chance of them funding both phases of the project. Dan

Olsen moved to approve the Mayor executing the application

to the Joint Highway Commission. Robert Hall seconded the

motion. The motion passed with all voting aye.

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Council members received a copy of the quarterly financial

Councilman Long wanted to know where the signs came

from that have the elk and bear and why they were placed

where they were. Chief Watkins said the signs were donated

by the Health Department. Chief Watkins said he gave the

signs to the road department and told them to move them

around the City at their discretion. Chief Watkins said the

signs are good if they have people talking. The signs warn

against drinking and driving. Jim Harper said they need to

make some temporary stands for them and they will move

them throughout the City. Chief Watkins said they have

talked about a semi permanent stand because he can see

people trying to take them.
